Il maggior numero di annunci per progetti inerenti il tema dei prodotti locali proviene
dalla Francia, la quale privilegia le azioni a supporto dello sviluppo dell’industria agro-
alimentare da un lato e il sostegno alla diffusione della filiera corta dall’altro. Gli Stati
del Nord-Europa (Svezia e Finlandia) si concentrano sulle attivita di
commercializzazione, mentre Italia e Polonia puntano alla valorizzazione dell’aspetto
culturale e tradizionale delle produzioni tipiche.

Gli annunci di cooperazione che intendono avviare, migliorare e consolidare il turismo
nei territori di riferimento presentano i seguenti sotto temi:

e valorizzazione delle risorse del territorio a fini turistici attraverso attivita di
promozione, ovvero la creazione di standard comuni, del miglioramento dei
servizi di accoglienza e la realizzazione di eventi promozionali

e integrazione dell’offerta turistica attraverso la creazione di itinerari e la loro
commercializzazione

Il turismo rurale si caratterizza per la complessita delle sue componenti, le quali
vengono perseguite in diversa misura a seconda del contesto di riferimento.

Gli annunci provenienti dall’ltalia ricercano partner per lo sviluppo di itinerari culturali,
in cui la componente eno-gastronomica rappresenta la connessione con la tradizione
storica del territorio. Pertanto, sono numerosi i progetti che propongono la creazione

La Francia, invece, sembra prediligere la riscoperta delle risorse naturali per lo sviluppo
di un turismo sostenibile nel pieno rispetto del patrimonio ambientale attraverso la
realizzazione di attivita turistiche legate ai corsi d’acqua o I'organizzazione di eventi
sportivi eco-compatibili. Infine, il turismo culturale trova sostegno nella proposta di
idee progettuali che mirano alla valorizzazione di castelli e forme d’arte di diverso tipo.

Anche Finlandia e Svezia concentrano il maggior numero di idee progettuali sul turismo
ambientale promuovendo il turismo sportivo da sviluppare nelle aree montane e lungo
i corsi d’acqua.

Infine, gli annunci di cooperazione riferiti alla Qualita della vita riguardano idee
progettuali destinate a migliorare le condizioni della popolazione residente nelle aree
rurali. Si tratta di un ambito complesso, in cui confluiscono tutte le attivita destinate a
contribuire al benessere della popolazione locale. Gli annunci di ricerca partner relativi
a questo ambito riguardano i seguenti sotto temi a:

e gestione e salvaguardia il patrimonio ambientale

e gestione e tutela il patrimonio storico culturale

e diversificazione delle attivita economiche

e coesione sociale e integrazione delle fasce piu deboli
e giovani

e rafforzamento del senso di appartenenza alla comunita.

Le idee progettuali proposte dai Gal italiani si concentrano prevalentemente sulla
gestione del patrimonio ambientale e lo sviluppo di attivita culturali legate alla
tradizione teatrale dei territori identificati. Diversi anche i progetti rivolti ai giovani,
allo scopo di integrarli nel tessuto economico e culturale e ai disabili, coinvolti nelle
attivita legate all’agricoltura.

La Francia cerca partner italiani per scambio di esperienze sulla gestione e
valorizzazione del patrimonio ambientale e nell’utilizzo delle risorse ad uso energetico
(acqua, foreste). Gli annunci di cooperazione inoltre prevedono la realizzazione di
servizi e la ricerca di scambi culturali su diverse forme d’arte.

La Finlandia, infine, concentra le proposte di cooperazione sulla preservazione e
diffusione delle attivita legate al patrimonio culturale delle aree interessate, attraverso
la promozione di festival e concerti crocevia di artisti e cantanti. Numerose sono anche
le proposte a favore del rafforzamento del senso di identita rivolte in modo particolare
ai giovani.

La Spagna propone idee progettuali per lo sviluppo di energia da fonti rinnovabili,
mentre la Gran Bretagna su attivita volte a rafforzare la capacita progettuale di
gestione del territorio.
