September, but there is still work to be done;

• - the Evaluation Helpdesk is revising the text in line with the 
comments from the Sounding Board and from the European 
Commission;
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• - at this stage, it is premature to discuss (this) 
version of the draft Guidelines in the Expert Group

• - as soon as possible, we will upload a revised 
version of the guidelines in CIRCAbc and send it by 
email to the delegates in order to receive your 
comments.

• - we intend to give you 3 working weeks (Holiday 
periods excluded) to comment on the Guidelines and 
to have a useful and user-friendly final version of the 
Guidelines as soon as possible.
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
